• 2 legs World Series will be organized 
starting on 2018 

• World Ranking will start on January 2018 

World Championships 
 

• Official title in double category at 
Murcia 2019 

• One table will be homologated on 
January 2018 

Goals :  

• Support a very different and  
important style of game  

• Recognized one of the 
largest community of players 
(2 000+ clubs – 15 000+ 
membership players)  

• Give a chance to foosball 
fan to discover « spanish » 
style 



Local tables for Local Competitions 
Rules 

• ITSF will only homologate official and 
recognized tables only (no more continental) 

• Federations will be able to play Pro Tour 
event on local tables 

Conditions to play on local table 
 

• A Federation have to prove that access to 
ITSF tables is not possible (live cost, customs, 
…) 

• A Federation have to prove that their 
traditional style, and main style of game in 
the country, is not « playable » on ITSF tables  

Goals :  

• Support Federation 
development based on local 
players 

• Give access to ITSF events 
and rankings to all players 

• Help « small » Federations 
reach minimum number of 
players in Pro Tour event

• OS: 20,                            OD: 12 
• WS, JS, SS: 6                    WD, JD, SD: 4                    

 
Master Series 

• OS: 40                             OD: 24 
• WS, JS, SS: 12                  WD, JD, SD: 8                    

International Championships 
 

• OS: 60                            OD: 36 
• WS, JS, SS: 18                 WD, JD, SD: 12                    

World Series 
 

• OS: 80                            OD: 48 
• WS, JS, SS: 24                 WD, JD, SD: 16                    

Goals :  

• Have a fare ranking   

• Support better quality tournament 

• The organizers will have to guarantee 
a minimum of players for travellers 

Details : 

• If a country is not meeting the 
minimum criteria for one category 
but is meeting the criteria for another, 
it will be penalized only for the 
category not fitting the requirements. 

• Twice the minimum number of 
players = 20% bonus points for that 
category 

• No exceptions for foreign players 



European Champions League (ECL) 
Date,  Location & Categories 

•One week-end, November each year, Place is TBD 
•Men and Women (no women can play for the Men ECL) 
•Min 6 or 4 teams in the National Leagues 
• National League Publicity (players, photos, links, results) 
• ECL registration deadline is one month before the ECL date 

Number of qualified teams 
 

•One : 6 Men Teams, 4 Women Teams  
•Two :  16 Men Teams, 8 Women Teams 

Team number format 

 
•Men & Momen ECL - 4 + 3 reserve players (minimum 4 players 

to make up a team), Format of play is TBD 
•Players requirements and transfers will be presented on the ITS 

website  on January

• No cheating of players, 
teams, clubs  

• Transparency of the 
information and publicity of 
the leagues 

• More teams to participate 

• League development 
worldwide
